Joliet Public Library

Building and Grounds Committee Meeting
january 27, 2004
5:00 p.m. – Main Library


Committee Chair Kennedy Millsap called the meeting to order in Director Johnston’s office at 5:00 p.m.  Present were Trustees Millsap, Nancy Henricksen, and Oscar Edmon (5:05 p.m.), and staff members James Johnston, John Mozga, Allen Totherow, and Mary Jane Bank.

The Committee reviewed the ongoing Building and Grounds items.  These included:

(1) The exact location of the self checkout that will be installed at the circulation counter;

(2) The status of the Unaccompanied Youth procedures now being implemented.  The Chicago Street door is locked at 5:00 p.m.  Signs are posted outside to direct patrons to the Ottawa Street entrance.  Two City police officers are on duty in addition to our security staff on Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday.  On Thursday and Friday, there is only one City police officer on duty in addition to our staff.  These officers ask for all youth to present their I.D. before proceeding through the Library. 

(3) The pipe situation at the Branch.  The humidifier pipes that burst due to corrosion have been replaced.  Maintenance staff has reconfigured other pipes that were leaking (possibly due to the poor installation design) to stop the leaking. 


Maintenance staff has just completed the annual lubrication of equipment at the Branch and is keeping a log of all maintenance for record keeping.  A log of maintenance performed at the Main Library is also being kept.  The fire extinguishers received a more extensive maintenance than usual in November as is required about every six years.

A new cleaning person has been hired for the Main Library.  She replaces a housekeeper who moved out of the area.  Starting wage is $6.50 an hour with the option of a 50-cent performance raise after 90-days.

The meeting adjourned at 5:15 p.m. and was followed by a walk-thru of the Main Library to take a look at some of the items discussed at the meeting.   In addition, Director Johnston pointed out the deteriorating condition of the south and east windows on the first floor.  Their walk-thru also took them to the unfinished basement in the 1991 addition where they discussed what would be required mechanically to get it ready for public use.
