Buildings & Grounds Committee Meeting Minutes
Main Library

January 5, 2011 – 4:00 p.m.
Meeting called to order by Chair Kennedy Millsap at 4:10 pm.  Present were Kennedy Millsap, Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, Jean Smiles, Ron Cornelius (5:01 pm), Dan Hopkins (5:07 pm) John Spears, Dianne Harmon, and Debbie Fowler. 
The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the Rules of Conduct and Safety of Minors Policies, branch café equipment, and purchasing computer tables in the Info Zone in the Children’s Department.
The Rules of Conduct and Safety of Minors Policies were presented for first reading at the December 16, 2010 Board Meeting.  It was recommended that these policies go to the Building and Grounds Committee for further review and discussion.  Director Spears summarized the revisions made to each of the policies including a list of general duties and expectations for contracted security. 
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to send the revised Rules of Conduct Policy to the full Board as an action item for second reading and recommended approval at the January 20, 2011 Board Meeting.  Motion passed unanimously with the following committee members voting “aye:”  Millsap, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, and Smiles.
MOTION:  Nancy Henricksen moved and Jean Smiles seconded to recommend to send the Safety of Minors Policy to the full Board as an action item for second reading and recommended approval at the January 20, 2011 Board Meeting.  Motion passed unanimously with the following committee members voting “aye:”  Millsap, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, and Smiles.

Director Spears gave background information regarding the request for purchase of computer desks and chairs for the Infozone area of the Main Library to the Martin Whalen Company.  If approved, the furniture will be purchased at 2010 prices and the money will come out of the FY2010 Budget.

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to approve the purchase of 20 computer desks and chairs for the Infozone area at a total cost of $6,181.04.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Millsap, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, Smiles, Cornelius, and Hopkins.

While Kim Stoltz was preparing to open the Book and Bean Café at the Black Road Branch, it was discovered the espresso machine did not work as previously thought and may be unusable.  In order to assist Ms. Stoltz with the success of the café, Director Spears is requesting the Board approve a loan to 
Ms. Stoltz in the amount of $2,500 to purchase a new espresso machine.  A chart was presented with different payment options.  The committee also requested that an inventory of equipment in the café be given to the Board at its January 20th meeting.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to approve the issuance of a $2,500 loan at 3.25% interest over the course of 2 years.  The document with terms for repayment shall be drawn up by Corporate Counsel for the City of Joliet.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Millsap, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, Smiles, Cornelius, and Hopkins.

Director Spears invited the Trustees to attend a Chamber of Commerce Member Luncheon on Monday, January 24, 2011 at the Harrah’s Joliet Hotel & Casino.  Featured speakers are Illinois State Senator A.J. Wilhelmi and Senator Linda Holmes.  The topic of discussion will be “Springfield 2011.”
Director Spears and Deputy Director Harmon will be attending ALA Midwinter from January 6 through January 11, 2011. Deputy Director Harmon will be extending her stay through the end of the week and will return to the library on Monday, January 17th.  While the Director and Deputy Director are out of town, Pam Dube, Manager, Popular Services will be in charge.
There was discussion regarding the structure of various committees and a decision was reached to leave the current structure as is and this subject will be revisited at the March Board Meeting.  Jean Smiles volunteered to be the Chair of the Building & Grounds Committee.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Ron Cornelius seconded to adjourn the meeting of the Building and Grounds Committee at 5:42 pm.
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
