Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
October 21, 2004
7:30 p.m. – Main Library


1. Convene and Call to Order
With President Ron Cornelius still recovering from bi-pass surgery, Vice President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Nancy Henricksen led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silence for recently deceased Jim Saunders, former Library Trustee.


2. Roll Call
Present were Trustees Sczepaniak, Nancy Henricksen, Dan Hopkins, Oscar Edmon, Lynn Samalea, and Ostrem.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Darlene Bull, Nancy Johnson, Lisa Mills, and Mary Jane Bank.


3. Oaths of Office were postponed to a time when all officers would be present.


4. Agenda Revisions – None.


5. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of September 16, 2004, and the Program and Personnel Committee Meeting minutes of September 22, 2004.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the October 21, 2004 Accounts Payable for $93,533.62, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $197,977.37, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 9/24/04, and 10/08/04, in the amount of $41,629.01 for a total of $333,140.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting yes:  Sczepaniak, Henricksen, Edmon, Hopkins, Samalea, and Ostrem..
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the Balance Sheet dated 9/30/04, the September Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


7. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director James Johnston as included in the Board packet.  Additional remarks are stated below.

Budget
Director Johnston is awaiting word from the City to see if additional money is available for next year’s budget.  The City has indicated an interest in continuing the “tutor.com” program that the Library was able to provide in the past through grant assistance. 

Internet Filtering
Corporate Counsel has issued an opinion on the Library’s Internet Filtering Statement, Version IV (included in Board packet):  “…policy is constitutional and may be adopted by the Board.”  The Board asked Director Johnston to request Corporate Counsel to resubmit the letter with clarification of the last sentence in paragraph two.
Trustee Morales, although unable to attend the meeting, submitted a letter to the Board (see Board packet) that requested filtered Internet stations throughout both libraries for adults and children.  She further requested that a separate computer section be set aside for adults who wish the filtering software turned off.  Because the letter did not arrive until the Board meeting, the Board proceeded with the Second Reading of Version IV of the Joliet Public Library Internet Policy Statement as approved by Corporate Counsel, and, if appropriate, would review the request of Trustee Morales at a Committee meeting.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to proceed with the Second Reading of the Joliet Public Library Public Internet Policy Statement, Version IV.  Motion passed unanimously.
 
ACTION ITEMS
i.)  Purchase of Computer Equipment
Mr. Mozga requested authorization to purchase 50 computers from Access Interactive for $14,100 per purchase order in the Board packet.  Mr. Mozga said these computers will be four times as fast as the ones they are replacing in the OIC (On-Line Information Center).  These computers include an operating system with the hardware. 
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to accept Mr. Mozga’s recommendation to purchase 50 computers from Access Interactive for $14,100.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “yes:”  Sczepaniak, Samalea, Edmon, Ostrem, Hopkins, and Henricksen.
ii.) Internet Filtering Policy – Approved for Second Reading earlier in the meeting.
iii.) 2005 Holiday Schedule
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Dan Hopkins seconded to accept the 2005 Joliet Public Library Holiday Schedule as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.  
iv.) Personnel Handbook – Revised 2004
More time was needed to review the revisions.  Action will take place at the December Board meeting.  
v.)  JPL Plan of Service – Vision 2020 – Update 2004  More time was needed to review.  Action will take place at the November meeting.
