Library Trustee Board Meeting ~ January 15,  2009

1. Convene and Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.   Lynn Samalea led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silence to remember Oscar Edmon.  Mr. Edmon had been a Trustee of the Joliet Public Library for the last 25 years.  Sadly, he passed away December 17, 2008.

Trustees present were Dan Hopkins, Kennedy Millsap, Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, and Lynn Samalea.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Ed Rodriguez, Nancy Johnson and Mary Jane Bank.

James Sczepaniak called for an Executive Session prior to adjournment to discuss personnel matters.


4. Approval of Minutes
Lynn Samalea moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept the monthly board meeting minutes of December 18, 2008.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the January 15, 2009, Accounts Payable for $140,984.54, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $233,245.08, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 12/26/08, and 01/09/09 in the amount of $54,963.92 for a total of $429,193.54.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Millsap, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, and Samalea.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 12/31/08 Balance Sheets (unaudited), the December Report of Accounts 101010,15,17, and 18 and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.

6.   Librarian’s Report – Director Johnston reviewed the items on his written report.

- Circulation, for the second year in a row, has topped the one million mark.

- The December 2008 financial report (unaudited) shows revenue exceeding expenses -- but by less than anticipated.  Capital project planning, which uses funds from this reserve, will be cut back.  The lighting and signage projects planned for 2009 will remain.  The 2009 budget has been adjusted and, hopefully, the line-of-credit will not have to be activated until spring, if at all.

Resolution 09-01, Oscar Edmon Recognition

This resolution recognizes Oscar Edmon for his service to the Library for over 25 years as Trustee and Officer, including that of President.  Mr. Edmon was appointed to the board during lean fiscal years.  Over the 25-year span, Mr. Edmon participated in the planning of the Main Library’s addition which was formally opened in 1991, the Outlet at the Louis Joliet Mall, the Black Road Branch which was formally opened in 2002, and many, many other projects.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept Joliet Public Library Resolution 09-01.  Motion passed unanimously.  Information Services Lead Professional Marcia Frowein will be asked to select appropriate materials for memorial donations to the Library in memory of Oscar Edmon.

JPL Proctoring Policy

Branch Information Services Librarian Candy VanTine put together the policy in response to the increase of requests for this service at the Branch.
