Library Trustee Board Meeting ~ June 19,, 2008

1. Convene and Call to Order

President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. and John Mozga led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Roll Call of Trustees

Present were President Ostrem, Vice President Dan Hopkins, Secretary Kennedy Millsap, Treasurer Lynn Samalea, Trustees Ron Cornelius, Nancy Henricksen, Jean Smiles (7:07 p.m.), and James Sczepaniak.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Nancy Johnson, Ed Rodriguez (7:15 p.m.), and Mary Jane Bank.

4.  Approval of Minutes

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the May 15, 2008 Monthly Board Meeting minutes.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Treasurer’s Report 

MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the June 19, 2008, Accounts Payable for $180,118.03, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $359,349.70, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 05/16/08, 05/30/08, and 6/13/08 in the amount of $83,221.71 for a total of $622,689.44.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Cornelius, Smiles (not yet present), Henricksen, and Sczepaniak.
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 05/31/08 Balance Sheets, the May Report of Accounts 101010,15,17, and 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6.   Librarian’s Report
Construction Progress - The director reviewed the construction progress of the Main Library renovation.  The YS garden gate is installed.  The new tops for the circulation counters and desk have been installed.  Materials have begun to be moved from the Lower Level up to the first floor.  Planning includes moving the YS non-fiction from the second to the first floor in early August so that it is ready for the start of the school year.
Budget – Discussions with new Joliet City Manager Tom Thanas have begun.  Mr. Thanas has said that he would like the library and board to take a more active role in presenting the budget to the City’s finance committee.  The City’s five-year plans include the library as part of City capital improvements.  Director Johnston estimates that, at today’s costs, the elevator code- compliance mandates will run about $200,000.  The library has two elevators at Main and one at the Branch.  The City is looking to eliminate the Main Library’s parking lot as part of its City Center plans.
