Library Trustee Board Meeting ~ March 19,  2009
7:00 p.m. ~ Main Library

1. Convene and Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:04 p.m.   Frank Stewart led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silence for Blanche Brixey who recently passed away.  Blanche Brixey served as a Joliet Public Library Trustee many years ago.

2. Roll Call of Trustees

Trustees present were Dan Hopkins, Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, Emmie Ostrem, Ron Cornelius, Jean Smiles and Frank Stewart.  Kennedy Millsap arrived at 7:08 p.m.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Ed Rodriguez, and Mary Jane Bank.


3. Agenda Revisions - None


4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Jean Smiles seconded to accept the monthly board meeting minutes of February 19, 2009, and the Personnel Committee Meeting minutes of February 23, 2009.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the March 19, 2009, Accounts Payable for $131,958.61, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $418,793.99, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 02/20/09, and 03/06/09 in the amount of $56,227.95 for a total of $606,980.55.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, Smiles, Cornelius, Ostrem, and Stewart.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 02/28/09 Balance Sheets, and the February Report of Accounts 101010,15,17, and 18.  Motion passed unanimously.

6.   Librarian’s Report – Director Johnston reviewed the items on his written report.
ACTION ITEMS
-SIMPSON PAY REQUEST #11 – FINAL $71,378.65
This payment closes out the contract with Simpson Construction Company for the second phase of the Main Library’s renovation.  When the weather warms up and the building needs cooling, the subcontractor will check that the HVAC is working properly.
-FY2008-09 ANNUAL REPORT
This is the statistical report to the state library of the personnel, holdings, circulation, finances, and other current library data for FY08.  The information on the report is compiled from the annual audit information, the PALS statistics, and internal reports.  The filing of this report is required in order to receive monies from the Per Capita Grant.
-FY08 ANNUAL AUDIT
The audit document was delivered to the board minutes before last month’s board meeting.  The Board delayed approving it until they had time to review it.  The City had raised questions regarding the methodology used by the library’s audit firm, Knutte & Associates.  Director Johnston reported that the firm’s peer reviews, required annually, were found to be exemplary.
-BLACK ROAD CAFÉ RENT REDUCTION
Director Johnston recommends extending the rent reduction through the end of June.  The payments are current.
-BRANCH LANDSCAPING MAINTENANCE QUOTATION
Grasshopper Lawn & Landscaping has submitted a quotation for the 2009 and 2010 Branch landscaping maintenance.  The quote for 2009 remains the same as last year’s quotation or $10,489.99; the quote for 2010 is up five percent or $11,014.49.  This company has done satisfactory landscaping maintenance at the Branch for several years.
-MAIN LIBRARY SIGNAGE QUOTATION FROM VERSO DESIGN OF JOLIET
Public Service staff at the Main Library have been working with this company to develop signage.  Two quotations have been submitted.  Quotation B is $845 more than Quotation A because it includes oval signs which are costlier to make.  The quotation includes design, manufacture, and installation of flag banners, graphic signs on columns, a main directory, and the oval signs.  Mrs. Harmon recommends Quotation B.
-OCLC MANDATED BILLINGS 
The Library received notice from the state library that mandated cataloging services (OCLC) would cost us $6,616 in 2010 and $6,782 in 2011.  Director Johnston is strongly opposed to this mandated service (see attached letter to Anne Craig, Director, Illinois State Library).  Since the fees are mandated, there is no option that the Board can take on whether to accept it or not.  The expense, however, will have to be authorized as part of the 2010 budget.
MOTION:  Emmie Ostrem moved and Ron Cornelius seconded to accept the recommendations of staff and authorize the action items as listed above:

4) Black Road Café Rent Reduction of $500 per month authorized through the end of June, 2009;
5) Grasshopper Quotation for 2009 ($10,489.99) and 2010 (11,014.49);
6) Verso Design Signage Quotation “B” as submitted for $22,920; and
7) OCLC Mandated Billings to be included in upcoming budgets - $6,616 for 2010 and $6,782 for 2011.
Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Millsap, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, Ostrem, Cornelius, Smiles, and Stewart.
