Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
April 19, 2007

7:00 p.m. – Main Library


1. Convene and Call to Order
Secretary Kennedy Millsap called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.   James Sczepaniak led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silence to remember the students, faculty, and families of Virginia Tech.  Thirty three students and faculty, including the killer, were gunned down on the campus earlier in the week.


2. Roll Call
Present were Secretary Millsap, Treasurer Samalea, Trustees James Sczepaniak, Nancy Henricksen, and Oscar Edmon.  Staff members present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Nancy Johnson, and Mary Jane Bank.


3. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of March 15, 2007, and the Finance Committee Meeting Minutes of April 16, 2007.  Motion passed unanimously.


4. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the April 19, 2007, Accounts Payable for $124,791.68, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $295,410.09, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 3/23/07, and 4/06/07 in the amount of $49,253.60 for a total of $469,455.37.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Millsap, Samalea, Edmon, Sczepaniak, and Henricksen.
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 03/31/07 Balance Sheets, the FY2006 Audit, the audited 12/31/06 Balance Sheets, and the March Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18.  Motion passed unanimously.
The Board was pleased to see the interest revenue generated from the Warren Henricksen, the Clark Hall, the Rabbi Morris Hershman, and the Anna Thompson  memorial endowments. 


5. Librarian’s Report 
Director Johnston updated the Board on the progress of the Main Library Renovation as written in his Board Report.  One of the subcontractors for Phase I of the renovation, Environmental Controls Inc., has unfortunately declared bankruptcy which has left their subcontractors unpaid.   The Library is forwarding the notices of claims and liens it has received to legal counsel Jeff Plyman at the City.  The general contractor, George Allen Construction, is bonded.  Phase II General Contractor bids will be opened the morning of the May Board meeting.  With the compact shelving arriving in May and the furniture bids coming in, the Library is moving forward on the lower level service area improvements. Work on the Main Library’s window replacement has resumed after it was shut down because the installers were non-union and a building permit had not been obtained.  The Change Order from Woodland Windows in the amount of $20,833.66 that is presented for approval at this meeting as an action item reflects the union wage differential.  Other action items are as follows.
Automated Logic Service Agreement Annual Contract - $3,236.
This company oversees the controls for the HVAC system in the Main Library.
Security Surveillance Quotation
Several vendors have done a walk-through of the Main Library but have not submitted quotations as of the Board meeting.  The Library is considering an updated security surveillance system due to increased theft.
Minimum Wage Compliance Plan
This plan was reviewed and accepted at the April 16th Finance Committee Meeting (see minutes) and sent to the Board for full approval.  The Plan raises the  Pay Level I position to the July 1 minimum wage of $7.50 and offers an incentive of 50-cents an hour to other staff who qualify. 
Grasshopper Lawn Care Maintenance Contract - $10,489.50
This vendor did the landscaping maintenance at the Branch last year.  The contract amount increased by five percent due to rising gasoline costs.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the Action Items as listed above.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Millsap, Samalea, Edmon, Henricksen, and Sczepaniak.
