Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
April 21, 2005

7:30 p.m. – Main Library


1. Convene and Call to Order
President Ron Cornelius called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.  Kennedy Millsap led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Roll Call
Present were Trustees Cornelius, Dan Hopkins, Oscar Edmon, Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, Kennedy Millsap and Lynn Samalea.  Emmie Ostrem arrived at 7:33 p.m.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Nancy Johnson, Allen Totherow, and Mary Jane Bank.

4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of March 17, 2005.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to accept and authorize for payment the April 21, 2005, Accounts Payable for $112,836.67, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $178,735.09, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 03/25/05, and 04/08/05 in the amount of $42,606.14 for a total of $334,177.90.
Question:  We paid for a chemical to remove graffiti at the Branch.  Where was the graffiti?
Response:  Someone wrote with marker on the partitions in the restrooms.
Question:  We paid D’Arcy Motors to repair the Library’s van.  What needed repair?
Response:  The chimes came on while driving.  They traced it to the door switches which they removed and cleaned.  They found that the brakes were worn and they replaced the pads and rotors.
Trustee Sczepaniak asked for a printout of repairs made to the Library van since its purchase.
Question:  Why did we pay for a flag?  Jerry Weller has said that he would provide one for free whenever we asked for one.
Response:   The flags received from Representative Weller are not as durable as the ones we purchase.  In the past we have found that we have had to replace them within 90 days.
Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”   Cornelius, Ostrem, Hopkins, Edmon, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, and Samalea.  Trustee Millsap had stepped out the room during the vote on this motion.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to accept and file for audit the 03/31/05 Balance Sheet, and the March Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18.   Motion passed unanimously.


6. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director James Johnston as included in the Board packet.
Statistics
The Branch continues to be busy.  The circulation at the Branch last month was more than the combined circulation of thirty three system member libraries last year.  
Capital Improvements – Main
Director Johnston reviewed the capital improvements needed at the Main Library and requested approval to send a letter to City Manager Mezera.  The letter would request financial assistance from the City to complete the new (1991) basement, to repair the old and new elevators, to replumb the second floor restrooms, to rebuild the Chicago Street stairs and install power doors at both the Chicago and Ottawa Street entrances, to install and insulate new double glazed windows in the old section of the building, and to study the updating of the old HVAC system for a total of $1,745,000.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Emmie Ostrem seconded to approve sending the above financial request to the City.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Sczepaniak, Hopkins, Cornelius, Samalea, Edmon, Ostrem, Millsap, and Henricksen.

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to: (1) authorize the repair of the Main Library water chiller by Precision Heating & Cooling for $5800; and (2) authorize the concrete removal from the Main Library’s new elevator shaft by Otis Elevator not to exceed $44,200.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Cornelius, Ostrem, Hopkins, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, Samalea and Millsap.  Trustee Edmon had stepped out of the room during the vote on this motion.
