Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
february 19, 2004
7:30 p.m. – Main Library


1. Convene and Call to Order
Vice President Ron Cornelius called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. Dan Hopkins led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


2. Roll Call
Present were Trustees Cornelius, Oscar Edmon, Hopkins, Nancy Henricksen, Lynn Samalea, Emmie Ostrem, and Carmen Morales.  Staff present were  John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Allen Totherow, and Mary Jane Bank.  


3. Agenda Revisions – None.


4. Joliet Area Garden Club
Sandy Humbert, representing the Joliet Area Garden Club, presented suggestions for the upkeep of the patio garden at the Black Road Branch.  The suggestions were itemized in a handout included in the Board packet.   Primarily, the club suggested that young people, under the direction of adult gardeners, perform the maintenance of the garden:  scouting groups could work toward badges; high school students could earn community service hours.  The Board responded positively to her suggestions, sent the proposal to the Building and Grounds Committee, and recommended that action be taken at the March Board meeting in order to be ready for spring.


5. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Carmen Morales seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of January 15, 2004, and the Building and Grounds Meeting Minutes of January 27, 2004.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Emmie Ostrem moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the February 19, 2004 Accounts Payable for $103,112.23, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $236,998.95, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 1/16/04 1/30/04, and 2/13/04 in the amount of $62,216.13 for a total of $402,327.31.  Motion passed with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Edmon, Henricksen, Hopkins, Samalea, Cornelius, Ostrem, and Morales. 
MOTION:  Emmie Ostrem moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the Balance Sheet dated 01/31/04, the January Report of Accts 101010,15,17,18.  Motion passed unanimously.


7. Librarian’s Report was presented by Assistant Director John Mozga as included in the Board packet.  Additional remarks are stated below. 

Question:  Have other libraries shown interest in the Joliet Public Library Unaccompanied Youth Policy?
Response:  While a few have called to criticize, those callers have also asked for a copy of the policy.  We have been getting positive comments from patrons and staff who are happy with the restored quiet environment.

MOTION:  Emmie Ostrem moved and Oscar Edmon seconded to authorize closing the Library on June 3, 2004 for an in-service Staff Institute Day.  Motion passed unanimously.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept John Mozga’s recommendation to purchase 100 hours of block time from Lighthouse at $85/ an hour for a total of $8500.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Cornelius, Ostrem, Edmon, Henricksen, Hopkins, Samalea, and Morales.

These “snow stoppers” had been secured to the roof with double-faced tape during construction.  Their purpose is to break up the snow on the roof so that, when the snow melts, it doesn’t slide off in one big sheet.  Evidently the surface had not been cleaned sufficiently prior to adhesion.  When the weather gets warmer, these “snow stoppers” will be repositioned.
