Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
 january 18, 2007

7:00 p.m. – Main Library



1. Convene and Call to Order
Vice President Dan Hopkins called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.   Director James Johnston led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


2. Roll Call
Present were Vice President Hopkins, Trustees James Sczepaniak, Oscar Edmon, Nancy Henricksen, and Ron Cornelius.  Secretary Kennedy Millsap arrived at 7:04 p.m., and Treasurer Lynn Samalea arrived at 7:06 p.m.  Staff members present were James Johnston, Darlene Bull, Ed Rodriguez, Nancy Johnson, Candy Van Tine, and Mary Jane Bank. 


3. Agenda Revisions
MOTION:  Ron Cornelius moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to go into Executive Session prior to adjournment to discuss the Director’s 2007 salary compensation.  Motion carried.  

4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Ron Cornelius seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of December 21, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 
President Hopkins served as Treasurer pro tem since Treasurer Samalea had not yet arrived.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the January 18, 2007, Accounts Payable for $11,141.73, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $403,691.09, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 12/29/06, and 1/12/07 in the amount of $45,746.52 for a total of $560,579.34.
Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Hopkins, Henricksen, Edmon, Millsap, Sczepaniak, and Cornelius.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to accept and file for audit the 12/31/06 Balance Sheets, and the December Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18.
Motion passed unanimously.


6. INTRODUCTION OF NEW LIBRARIAN
Director Johnston introduced Branch Information Services Supervisor Librarian, Candy Van Tine.   Ms. Van Tine received her MLS degree from Northern Illinois University and spent several years specializing in the technical services (cataloging) field. For the last seven years, she has been an adult services librarian at the Eola Road Branch of the Aurora Public Library.  The Board welcomed Ms. Van Tine and wished her success at JPL.





7. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director Johnston as attached.

ACTION ITEMS
Three action items are listed on the agenda.

1.  Window Replacement
The bid packets for the Main Library’s Window Replacement project were opened January 4 (see packet).  Woodland Windows was the only vendor to submit a complete bid.  Following discussions with architect Ross DeYoung, Woodland submitted a revised bid.  Director Johnston recommended that the Board accept their revised bid as included in the board packet:  (a) $411,356 for the 83 window openings; (b) $34,000 for 16 laminated glass openings in the basement; and (3) lead-base paint certification by accredited Woodland staff.  Painting and staining will be sent out for bid separately.

MOTION:  Kennedy Millsap moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the Woodland Windows and Doors bid for $411,356 for the 83 window openings, $34,000 for the 16 laminated basement glass openings, and (not to exceed) $54,000 for lead abatement authorization per the Woodland quote dated 8-26-06.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Henricksen, Edmon, Cornelius, and Sczepaniak.

2.  Recommendation to purchase: (a) 50,000 library cards for $17,000; (b) high capacity coin, bill, card operator for $1,9995; and (c) P-Counter for printing software for $4,365 for total of $23,360.
These purchases will supplement the expanded public computer center in the 1991 basement when the basement renovation is completed.  

3.  Acceptance of George Allen Construction Change Order No. 12 for fire-barrier wrap around the basement pvc piping per City of Joliet inspection for $8,568.

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept the recommendation of staff and authorize Action Item Numbers 2 and 3 as described above.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Edmon, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, Cornelius.

COFFEE SHOP BIDS – No bids were received.

REQUEST FROM WILL COUNTY CONTINUUM OF CARE
The Board reviewed the request from the Will County Continuum of Care asking the library to issue library cards to residents of shelters in Joliet.  This request has come before the Board many times and, based on past experiences, has had to be denied each time.  Experience has shown that there is a high loss ratio of materials to the residents of the shelters.  The library has stated that they would consider issuing cards to these residents if the agencies would reimburse the library for any loss of materials by their residents.  No agency was willing to do this.  After renewed discussion of this issue, the Board asked Director Johnston to relay this information to the Will County Continuum of Care.
