1. Convene and Call to Order

Vice President Dan Hopkins called the meeting to order at 7:08 p.m.    Kennedy Millsap led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Roll Call of Trustees

Present were Vice President Hopkins, Secretary Millsap, Treasurer Lynn Samalea (left meeting at 7:44 p.m.), and Trustees James Sczepaniak and Ron Cornelius.  Staff Present were John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Nancy Johnson, Ed Rodriguez, and Mary Jane Bank.  


3. Agenda Revisions – James Sczepaniak called for an Executive Session to discuss personnel issues prior to adjournment with no action forthcoming.
4.  Approval of Minutes

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept the December 13, 2007 Monthly Board Meeting minutes.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Treasurer’s Report 

MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to accept and authorize for payment the January 17, 2008 Accounts Payable for $141,687.37, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $302,875.51, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 12-14-07, 12/28/07, and 1-11-08 in the amount of $75,009.43 for a total of $519,572.31.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Cornelius, and Sczepaniak.
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to accept and file for audit the 12/31/07 Balance Sheets, the December Report of Accounts 101010,15,17, and 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6.   Librarian’s Report
In Director Johnston’s absence, Assistant Director John Mozga went over the items in the Director’s report including the Action Items.  He announced that JPL’s statistics show that the 2007 circulation topped the one million mark for the first time in the Library’s history.

Action Items

a.  Resolution 01-08 – Authorization to borrow $2 million on an interim basis.
The construction costs for the Main Library’s renovation are exceeding original estimates due to unexpected problems in renovating a 100-year-old building.  The Library may find itself in a cash-flow need until tax disbursements are received.  This line-of-credit will be used on a need-only basis to meet costs until tax funds are received.

b. Authorization to purchase five spine-label printers @ $465 for total $2,325.

These spine-label printers print the call-number labels for the books from the information entered into the catalog.  This will be a great time saver for the support staff.  Currently staff have to re-type the information on label sheets.  The sheets get jammed in the printer with multiple use.

c. Authorization for Simpson Change Order #2 for $3,082.64
The second floor restroom floors have always had drainage problems.  When the toilets overflow, the overflow drains out under the door and onto the carpeting by the books.   This change order corrects the pitch of the drains.

d. Authorization to pay Stromsland & DeYoung $3,500 and Simpson Construction Pay Request #4 for $166,564.48.
These pay requests are part of the renovation contract.

e. Authorization to hire Sunglass Marble Co. to clean and wet/grind the marble floor at Main for $3,890.
Ed Rodriguez obtained this quote for cleaning the 1903 marble floor.  He would like to get the grit that was left from the renovation removed now so that the floor is not subject to additional damage.

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Ron Cornelius seconded to accept and authorize the action items as listed above.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Sczepaniak, and Cornelius.
