Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
June 21, 2007

7:00 p.m. – Main Library


1. Convene and Call to Order
President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. and Kennedy Millsap led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.   A moment of silence followed to pray for the wife of Trustee James Sczepaniak, Mary Clare Sczepaniak, who, again, has been hospitalized with cancer. 


2. Roll Call
Present were President Ostrem, Vice President Dan Hopkins, Secretary Kennedy Millsap, Trustees Nancy Henricksen, and Ron Cornelius.  Oscar Edmon arrived at 7:12.  Staff present were John Mozga, Darlene Bull, Nancy Johnson, Ed Rodriguez, and Mary Jane Bank.

4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of May 17, 2007.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 
Dan Hopkins was appointed Treasurer Pro Tem in the absence of Treasurer Lynn Samalea.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the June 21, 2007, Accounts Payable for $141,769.61, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $410,379.20, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 5/18/07, 6/1/07, and 6/15/07 in the amount of $71,825.47 for a total of $623,974.28.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Henricksen and Cornelius.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept and file for audit the 05/31/07 Balance Sheets, the May Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Librarian’s Report 
Assistant Director John Mozga, in the absence of Director Johnston, presented the Director’s report as included in the Board packet.
Statistics
The library is averaging 86,000 circs a month.  If this rate continues, the library should break the million mark in circulation by the end of the year.
Action Items
1.  Phase II Renovation Bid Award – Simpson Construction Company, Bellwood, IL. - $1,386,000.  Motion to seek ratification of phone poll 5-30-07.
On May 24, 2007, bids from Grskovic & Sons, Inc., Modern Builders Industrial Concrete, R. Berti & Son Contractor, Inc., and Simpson Construction for Phase II of the Main Library’s Renovation Project were received and opened by Architect Kenneth Stromsland and Director James Johnston.  Based on a low bid, Mr. Stromsland recommended awarding the bid to Simpson Construction Company of Bellwood, IL.  A phone/e-mail poll of Trustees was conducted so that construction could begin as soon as possible.  Five Trustees were available to respond to the poll and voted “yes” to accept the bid:  Ostrem, Hopkins, Samalea, Cornelius, and Sczepaniak.  
2. Surveillance System Quotation – Nitec/LVS $8,971.79.
Quotations were received from Nitec/LVS, D&I, and Odyssey for installation of a video surveillance security system upgrade.  Based on a low bid, the library is seeking authorization to accept the bid from Nitec for $8,971.79.
3. Tech Pro Logic Service Contract - $48,168.
The current contract with Tech Pro Logic for technology services is due for renewal.  Based on price and past performance, the library is seeking acceptance of the 2007-08 contract.
4. Staff Institute Day – August 10, 2007.
The first Staff Institute Day was held in 1990 for the purpose of celebrating staff efforts the first year after the devastating 1989 arson fire-bombing of the Main Library.  It was, and has become, such a morale booster that the Library has continued the tradition ever year since that first year.  Not only has it become an effective training tool, but it is the only time of the year when all staff at both locations are together at the same time.  The library is seeking authorization to close both locations on August 10, 2007 for Staff Institute Day.
MOTION:  Kennedy Millsap moved and Ron Cornelius seconded to accept and authorize the four action items as listed on the agenda and above.  Motion passed with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Hopkins, Millsap, Edmon, Henricksen, Cornelius, and Ostrem.
