Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
may 17, 2007

7:00 p.m. – Branch Library


1. Convene and Call to Order
President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and Ron Cornelius led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance. 


2. Roll Call
Present were President Ostrem, Secretary Kennedy Millsap, Treasurer Lynn Samalea, Trustees Oscar Edmon, Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, and Ron Cornelius.  Vice President Dan Hopkins arrived at 7:09.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Jane Kauzlaric, Darlene Bull, Linda Ward- Callaghan, Nancy Johnson, Ed Rodriguez, and Mary Jane Bank.


3. Agenda Revisions – None

4. Summer Reading Club Presentation (SRC) – Linda Ward Callaghan and Jane Kauzlaric
”Mission Read:  To the Library and Beyond” is the theme for this year’s Summer Reading Club.  Both Youth Services Librarians gave a summary of the activities lined up this year which are itemized in handouts and on the website.  Thanks to a donation from the Friends of the Library, one of the programs will be a visit from the Big Run Wolf Ranch.  Last year’s SRC attendance was 2400; this year’s attendance could go over 3,000.

With all Trustees present, the Board took a short, seven-minute break to pose for a group photo and then continued with the meeting.

5. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of April 19, 2007.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the May 17, 2007, Accounts Payable for $394,096.05, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $188,954.44, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 4/20/07, and 5/04/07 in the amount of $48,122.68 for a total of $631,173.17.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Edmon, Sczepaniak, Cornelius, and Henricksen.
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 04/30/07 Balance Sheets, the April Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


7. Librarian’s Report 
Several Action Items pertain to the Main Library’s renovation project.  Ireland Painting submitted a quote for, not to exceed, $20,000 to stain and seal the new windows as they are installed so that they will be immediately protected against wear and possible vandalism.  Indicom Electric Company quoted $980 to wire the power compact shelving that will be installed in the lower level.  The Phase II Renovation Bid Award, Action Item #1 on the agenda, will not receive action at this meeting since the bid opening was postponed until the following week.  A phone poll will be conducted to award the bid -- so that work can begin as soon as possible – with ratification at the next board meeting.  Quotations for a surveillance system, Action Item #3 on the agenda, have been slow in coming in so there is no recommendation at this meeting.  Assistant Director John Mozga has obtained quotations for a voice mail installation at the library and is recommending acceptance of the quotation from Nitec, Inc. for $2,780.18.  In addition to the Main Library’s above renovation action items, Ed Rodriguez, Head of Maintenance and Security, is requesting approval to buy a ManLift from Barretts Hardware for $5900 for the primary purpose of changing the light bulbs in the high ceiling and in the parking lot of the Branch.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to authorize acceptance of the staff recommendations for the Ireland Painting quotation for NTE $20,000, the Nitec Voice Mail Quotation for $2,780.18, the Indicom Electric quotation for $980 to wire the power shelving, and the ManLift quotation from Barretts hardware for $5900.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Henricksen, Edmon, Sczepaniak, and Cornelius.

Director Johnston noted that the Annual Report has been included in the Board packet for board authorization.  The Annual Report gives an accounting of the financial and materials status of the library and must be completed in order to receive per capita monies.
MOTION:    James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept the FY06 Annual Report and send it to the State and the System libraries.  Motion passed unanimously.

-Darlene Bull said that, with the catalog migration, all patrons became new patrons.
-Illinois librarians have been very active these past few month in trying to prevent mandated Internet filtering legislation in Springfield as especially has Dianne Harmon as past president of ILA (Illinois Library Association).  After some discussion, the Board reiterated their opinion that it is the role of the parent, not the Library, to monitor their children’s Internet activity.
