September 20, 2007

1. Convene and Call to Order
President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. and Nancy Henricksen led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.   


2. Roll Call
Present were President Ostrem, Vice President Dan Hopkins, Treasurer Lynn Poper Samalea, Trustees Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, and Ron Cornelius. Secretary Kennedy Millsap arrived at 7:06 p.m. Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Nancy Johnson, Darlene Bull, and Ed Rodriguez. Visitors were Melissa Brown, Matt Hanafee, Dave Levek, Rosemarie O’Connor and Ronald O’Connor.


3. Agenda Revisions
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and James Sczepaniak seconded to move the Public Participation up in the agenda to accommodate the visitors who wished to address the Board.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Public Participation
Melissa I. Brown, Co-Chair of the Education Committee for the Will County Continuum of Care presented her request for library service to non-residents and offered to cover the loss of materials up to $1,000. Discussion followed. Mr. Johnston explained the problem of the State of Illinois’ ambiguous definition of “resident” and talked about his efforts to clarify the definition over the past 35 years. He offered to assist with any effort to do this. He requested a written proposal that could go to committee for further discussion. President Ostrem added that the issue will be taken under advisement.
5.  2007-2008 Oath of Office 
The new officers for 2007-2008 are President Emmie Ostrem, Vice President Dan Hopkins, Secretary Kennedy Millsap, and Treasurer Lynn Poper Samalea. The Oath of Office was taken by all officers.
