Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
 June 16, 2005

1. Convene and Call to Order
President Ron Cornelius called the meeting to order at 7:31 p.m.  Kennedy Millsap led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


2. Roll Call
Present were Trustees Cornelius, Emmie Ostrem, Oscar Edmon, Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, Carmen Morales and Kennedy Millsap.  Dan Hopkins arrived at 7:32 p.m.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Darlene Bull, and Mary Jane Bank.  Dianne Harmon was absent due to eye surgery.


3. Agenda Revisions – None.

4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of May 19, 2005.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to accept and authorize for payment the June 16, 2005 Accounts Payable for $91,743.64, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $161,731.31, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 05/20/05, and 06/03/05 in the amount of $42,785.63 for a total of $296,260.58.
Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Cornelius, Ostrem, Hopkins, Edmon, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, Millsap, and Morales.

MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 05/30/05 Balance Sheet, the May Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director Johnston as attached.
Branch Coffee Shop Lease
George and Jenny Panagiotopoulos want to transfer the Branch coffee shop lease to Cousins Coffee, LLC in the next six weeks but the Board has not been presented with a tentative contract to review.  To facilitate the transfer of the lease, the Board said it could call a Building and Grounds meeting to review the new lease when the document is ready.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Kennedy Millsap seconded to give tentative approval to Cousins Coffee, LLC to assume the Branch coffee shop lease as stated in the 6-16-05 letter from Brian M. Barrett of Cousins Coffee, LLC., pending approval by Corporate Counsel, with formal recommendation at a Building and Grounds Committee following review of an official contract.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Cornelius, Ostrem, Morales, Hopkins, Edmon, Henricksen, Millsap, and Sczepaniak.

Swastika
Patrons have remarked that a design in the floor of the Main Library’s 1903 lobby resembles the swastika symbol and have suggested removal.  A review of the history of this symbol shows that the symbol has been around for over 3,000 years and is traditionally used to represent good luck, life, and strength.  The architects of the 1903 building incorporated this design into the floor with this is mind.  The Board asked that copies of the history of the symbol be kept at the circulation desk to give to patrons who have questions.

Question:  Is there anyone on the staff of Tech Pro Logic besides Marc Sims?
Response:  Yes, there are two additional technicians including Ron Chesko who has done work for the Library for many years.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Cornelius, Ostrem, Hopkins, Morales, Henricksen, Edmon, Millsap, and Sczepaniak.
Acceptance of Revised FY2004 Audit
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept the revised FY2004 Audit.
Question:  Why was the audit revised?
Response:  The City took exception to the auditor’s method of depreciation; the auditor was not using accelerated depreciation.  This audit reflects that change.
