Convene and Call to Order
President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 5:06 p.m.


Roll Call
Present were President Ostrem, Trustees Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, Ron Cornelius, and Oscar Edmon.  Staff present were James Johnston and Mary Jane Bank. 

2007 Joliet Public Library Budget, Levy and Appropriation

Director Johnston recommended the following actions.
Personnel

-A four-and-a half percent cost-of-living increase.

-Adult Outreach Paraprofessional Job Description (to be presented for approval at a later date).

-Branch YS LTA, Pay Level 13 (included for approval).

-Additional hours allocated to the Branch drive-up window.

-One additional Branch Circ clerk position.

Finance

-The most recent comparison of Illinois libraries shows, once again, that Joliet taxpayers pay less than other communities of similar size toward library service.  Excluding Schaumburg and Naperville from the statistic, Joliet taxpayers pay $25.40 per person compared to the state average of $47.14.  The state average, if Naperville and Schaumberg are included, is $85 per capita.  Director Johnston is requesting a 10 percent levy increase to maintain grant eligibility.
-Increase the non-resident fee from $140 to $150.

Program
-Produce and target mail brochures to new move-in areas and improve the quality and appearance of the JPL patron newsletter.
Buildings and Grounds
-Request $1.5 million from the City for completion of the Main Library HVAC project.  Include old rest rooms, new lighting on public service floors, wall, floor treatments and shelving.
-Use $500,000 from JPL capital reserves for the remodeling project.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept the 2007 Joliet Public Library Levy, Appropriation and Budget of $6,927,077, that includes the $1.5 million request to the City of Joliet for the capital remodeling project, and to send the budget to the full Board for approval at the October board meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

The Board requested that discussion of a new Regular Board Meeting time be put on the October agenda.  The Board is considering moving the meeting time from 7:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. on the third Thursday of the month.
