Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
 february 15, 2007

7:00 p.m. – Main Library



1. Convene and Call to Order
President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.   Nancy Henricksen led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


2. Roll Call
Present were President Ostrem, Trustees Dan Hopkins, Nancy Henricksen, Kennedy Millsap, and Lynn Samalea.  Staff members present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Ed Rodriguez, Nancy Johnson, and Mary Jane Bank. 


3. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Dan Hopkins seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of January 18, 2007.  Motion passed unanimously.


4. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the February 15, 2007, Accounts Payable for $616,916.87, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $183,818.05, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 1/26/07, and 2/09/07 in the amount of $48,814.10 for a total of $849,549.02.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, and Henricksen.
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 01/31/07 Balance Sheets, the January Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Librarian’s Report 
Director Johnston updated the Board on the progress of the Main Library Renovation as written in his Board Report.  He asked for approval of action items, as listed below, as part of this construction project.
- George Allen Construction Company has submitted two Pay Requests:  #5 for $227,906.10 and #7 for $213,882.45.
- Architects Stromsland and DeYoung have submitted construction progress invoice #1541 for $36,591.
- Johnson Controls will install air handler controls for $1,175 and Environmental Control, Inc. will reconfigure the control panel for (not to exceed) $3680.  These changes will allow JPL maintenance staff to maintain temperature controls in parts of the building.
- NES, Incorporated will perform asbestos abatement on the floor tiles of the first floor mezzanine for (not to exceed) $1300.
- The new public computer center in the 1989 basement will need 40 PC-Reservation client licenses for $2,420.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the recommendations as listed above and authorize the following for payment: 1 $227,906.10 and $213,882.45 to the George Allen Construction Company; $36,591 to Stromsland and DeYoung architects; $1,175 to Johnson Controls; (not to exceed) $3680 to Environmental Control; (not to exceed) $1300 to NES, Incorporated; and $2,420 for PC-Reservation client licenses.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, and Henricksen.

The Board’s Finance Committee met in closed session January 30, 2007, to discuss Director Johnston’s 2007 salary and future retirement benefit options.  The Committee approved a motion and sent it to the Board for full approval.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept the Committee’s recommendation “that the Board set the annual compensation of Mr. James R. Johnston at $113,224 in salary for 2007.  The Board agrees to ‘bargain in good faith’ concerning future compensation.  It is the intention of the Board that the negotiations for the 2008 year be concluded and voted by the December 2007 meeting as part of the budget process.”  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, and Henricksen.

6. Assistant Librarian’s Report as included in the Board packet.
Mr. Mozga noted that the e-rate grant requires that phone vendors be examined on a timely basis.  A comparison showed that Access One provided a more competitive plan than the Library’s current phone vendor, AMI.  Therefore the Library is switching phone vendors.

Director Johnston updated the Board on the Library’s recent closing at 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 13th due to inclement weather.  A snow storm presented deteriorating road conditions.
