4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Ron Cornelius seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of October 19, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 
Treasurer Samalea had not yet arrived.  Vice President Dan Hopkins was appointed Treasurer Pro Tem.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the November 16, 2006 Accounts Payable for $260,303.74, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $183,226.26, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 10/20/06 and 11/03/06 in the amount of $44,689.56 for a total of $488,219.56.
Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Ostrem, Hopkins, Henricksen, Cornelius, and Edmon.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 10/31/06 Balance Sheets, the October Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director Johnston as attached.

ACTION ITEMS
Six action items are listed on the agenda.
1.  Authorization for City of Joliet to enforce “No Trespass Agreement.”  This agreement has been in effect for many years.  Every two years it must be renewed. 
2.  Authorization to offer “Can Goods Instead of Fines Amnesty” December 1 – 15.  This amnesty has been offered at different times of the year – not always at Christmas time – to encourage patrons to return items to the Library.  The can goods go to local charities.
3.  Authorization to the staff to discontinue the three-day “grace period for patrons.”  The three-day “grace period” has never been authorized.  It became a courtesy to patrons and a practice because the old computerized catalog was shut down over the weekend and items due and returned over the weekend could not be checked in on the computer until Monday.  The catalog has not been shut down over the weekend for many years so the courtesy/practice is no longer necessary.
4.  Authorization for Change Order #8, Removal and Relocation of Sprinkler, for $495.  This is necessary to proceed with the Main Library Renovation Project.
5.  Authorization to pay the renovation contractor George Allen Pay Request #4 for $131,787.
6.  Authorization to pay architects Stromsland & DeYoung for current construction phase for $8,264.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the recommendations of staff and approve the six actions items listed above.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Cornelius, Edmon, and Henricksen.
