Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
 october 19, 2006

7:30 p.m. – Main Library

1. Convene and Call to Order
President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.   James Sczepaniak led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


2. Roll Call
Present were President Ostrem, Trustee Sczepaniak, and Trustees Lynn Samalea, Nancy Henricksen, Dan Hopkins, and Oscar Edmon.  Trustee Ron Cornelius arrived at 7:43 p.m..  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Ed Rodriguez, Nancy Johnson, and Mary Jane Bank.

4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Dan Hopkins seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of September 21, 2006, and the Budget Committee Meeting (Program, Finance, Buildings and Grounds, Personnel) of October 4, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the October 19, 2006 Accounts Payable for $138,476.62, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $528,099.79, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 09/22/06 and 10/06/06 in the amount of $44,108.14 for a total of $710,684.55.
Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Ostrem, Hopkins, Samalea, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, and Edmon.
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 09/30/06 Balance Sheets, the September Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director Johnston as attached.

JOB DESCRIPTIONS
There are four new positions as part of the 2007 budget.  Two of these positions were approved as part of last year’s budget but have not yet been filled.  They are a full-time Youth Services Librarian with specialties in technology and information services, and a part-time Youth Services Paraprofessional with a specialty in technology.  Both will assist youth in finding information, especially by searching the Internet on the filtered youth computers at the Main Library.  The two new job descriptions presented to the Board for approval as part of the FY 2007 Budget are: (1) a full-time Branch Public Services LTA who will serve as a “floater” between the Branch departments, Pay Level 13; and (2) a full-time Outreach Services Coordinator, Pay Level 14.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept the two new job descriptions in the budget and reaffirm the two job descriptions from last year’s budget.  Motion passed unanimously.



2007 JPL Budget, Levy and Appropriation including 2007 Holiday Closings
Highlights of the Budget are stated in the Budget Committee Minutes of October 4, 2006.  They include a $1.5 million request to the City to finish the Main Library remodeling project, a 10 percent increase in the levy, a 4.5 percent cost-of-living increase, and an increase in the non-resident annual fee from $140 to $150.  The total budget figure is $6,927,077.
MOTION:  Dan Hopkins moved and Oscar Edmon seconded to accept the 2007 JPL Budget, Levy and Appropriation recommendation in the amount of $6,927,077 and present it to the City of Joliet for approval.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Sczepaniak, Cornelius, Henricksen, Edmon, Ostrem, Samalea, and Hopkins.

University of St. Francis “Spirit of Christmas” Sponsorship
The University of St. Francis radio station has 24/7 Christmas programming to the Joliet community from November 21 to January 2.  Minimal sponsorship is $500 and includes 50 greetings.  The Library has participated for several years.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to participate in the University of St. Francis “Spirit of Christmas” sponsorship for $500.  Motion passed unanimously.

Proposal to Change Monthly Board of Trustees Meeting time from 7:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. 
Each Trustee at the meeting was polled to see if moving the meeting time up a half-hour would be acceptable.  Every Trustee stated that s/he had no objections; some stated that the earlier time would be more desirable.  Since Trustee Kennedy Millsap was not at the meeting, the Board asked that Trustee Millsap be called and notified of this change.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to change the meeting time for the regular monthly Board of Trustees meeting to 7:00 p.m. on the third Thursday of the month beginning with the next regular meeting on November 16. Motion passed unanimously.

George Allen Construction Company Pay Request #3 and Woodland Windows Pay Request
George Allen Construction Company Pay Request #3 and Woodland Windows Pay Request had been approved for payment at the September meeting but, since the requests came in at the last minute, exact figures were not available as part of the motion.
MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Ron Cornelius seconded to affirm the approval for payment of George Allen Construction Company Pay Request #3 in the amount of $120,969 and the Woodland Windows $170,622.33 payment for one-third of the project.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Ostrem, Hopkins, Samalea, Edmon, Henricksen, Sczepaniak, and Cornelius.
