Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
 september 21, 2006

7:30 p.m. – Main Library

1. Convene and Call to Order
President Emmie Ostrem called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.   Kennedy Millsap led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


2. Roll Call
Present were President Ostrem, Trustees Lynn Samalea, Kennedy Millsap, Nancy Henricksen, James Sczepaniak, and Oscar Edmon.  Trustee Dan Hopkins arrived at 7:32 p.m., and Trustee Ron Cornelius arrived at 7:43 p.m.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Dianne Harmon, Darlene Bull, Ed Rodriguez, Nancy Johnson, and Mary Jane Bank. 


3. Agenda Revisions - None  

4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  Oscar Edmon moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes of August 17, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the September 21, 2006 Accounts Payable for $204,232.05, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $180,665.43, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 08/25/06 and 09/08/06 in the amount of $46,976.59 for a total of $431,874.07.
The Board asked about the $1,898.58 expenditure to Tasco Industries for “mood pencils.”  These pencils were promotional materials at KidzFest this summer where over 3,000 kids went through the “Magic Schol Bus.”  Sponsors of KidzFest are reimbursing the Library for this expense.
Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:” Ostrem, Hopkins, Samalea, Henricksen, Millsap, Sczepaniak, and Edmon.
MOTION:  Lynn Samalea moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and file for audit the 08/31/06 Balance Sheets, the August Report of Accounts 101010, 15, 17, 18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director Johnston as attached.

Statistics
Services at JPL have increased tremendously over the last 10 years.  For example, in 1996, JPL offered four sections of story time a week.  Now, 10 years later, JPL offers at least four sections of story time a day.  In 1996, JPL had not yet established a web site.  In the last calendar year ending June 30, the JPL website registered 27 million hits.

George Allen Construction Company Pay Request #2 and #3
Pay Request #2 for $108,315 is included in the Board packet and submitted for approval for payment.  Pay Request #3 for $120,969 arrived too late for inclusion in the Board packet.


Change Orders #4, #5, #7
These change orders for additional framing and taping, asbestos removal, and a door jamb are included in the board packet.

Main Library Window Replacement
Woodland Windows and Doors, Roselle, IL.,  has submitted a quotation for replacement of the 1903 windows at the Main Library for $511,876.  Corporate Counsel has stated that, because of the extensive preliminary work that Woodland Windows performed to submit an estimate, the quotation does not have to be part of a bid process and can be accepted as a service contract.  The quote does not include cladding the upper arch portion of the arched windows.  This project is part of the Main Library Reconstruction Agreement with the City.

Per Capita Grant
Per John Mozga’s report, the per capita grant is ready to be signed and sent to the State Library.  Although the City of Joliet counts its population at 145,803, the population certified by the Illinois State Library is 144,581.

MOTION:  James Sczepaniak moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to authorize the following action items:  (1)  George Allen Construction Company Pay Request #2 for $108,315 and #3 for $120,969; (2) Change Order #4 for additional framing and taping in the electrical/computer rooms for $3,646, Change Order #5 for asbestos removal in the mechanical room for $6,728, and Change Order #7 for a door jamb assembly for $1,861; (3) Woodland Windows and Doors Sole Source Proposal for $511,867; and (4) the FY07 Joliet Public Library Per Capita Grant.  Motion passed unanimously with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Ostrem, Hopkins, Millsap, Samalea, Edmon, Henricksen, Cornelius, and Sczepaniak.

2007 Budget
The budget shows a 10 percent increase in the levy to hold the rate at 17 mils.  If the rate were to fall much lower, JPL would lose its per capita grant money which was $154,854 in FY06.  Draft budget highlights are included in the board packet.  The Finance, Buildings and Grounds, Personnel, Automation, and Program Committees will meet to review 2007 budget recommendations.
