Library Trustees Monthly Board Meeting
january 15, 2004
7:30 p.m. – Main Library


1. Convene and Call to Order
President James Sczepaniak called the meeting to order at 7:33 p.m. Oscar Edmon led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


2. Roll Call
Present were Trustees Sczepaniak, Edmon, Dan Hopkins, Nancy Henricksen, Kennedy Millsap, Lynn Samalea, Ron Cornelius, and Carmen Morales.  Staff present were James Johnston, John Mozga, Darlene Bull, Allen Totherow, and Mary Jane Bank.  


3. Agenda Revisions – Ron Cornelius was appointed Treasurer Pro Tem while Treasurer Ostrem was out of town.  The Personnel Committee called for an Executive Session prior to adjournment for the purpose of reviewing the 2004 salary of the Director.


4. Approval of Minutes
MOTION:  Kennedy Milsap moved and Oscar Emon seconded to accept the Regular Board of Trustees Minutes of December 18, 2003.  Motion passed unanimously.


5. Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION:  Ron Cornelius moved and Nancy Henricksen seconded to accept and authorize for payment the January 15, 2003 Accounts Payable for $76,524.01, the Checks Written Since Last Report for $174,915.79, and the Summary of Electronic Federal Tax Payments dated 12/19/03 and 12/31/03 in the amount of $34,104.13 for a total of $285,543.93.  Motion passed with the following Trustees voting “aye:”  Edmon, Henricksen, Hopkins, Sczepaniak, Samalea, Cornelius, Millsap and Morales. 
MOTION:  Ron Cornelius moved and Lynn Samalea seconded to accept and file for audit the Balance Sheet dated 12/31/03, the December Report of Accts 101010,15,17,18, and the Tax Distribution Report.  Motion passed unanimously.


6. Librarian’s Report was presented by Director James Johnston as included in the Board packet.  Additional remarks are stated below. 

- No Action Items were available for action since Corporate Counsel has not yet reviewed the documents that the Library submitted, e.g., privacy policy, by-laws.

- The Board is invited to participate in the rearrangement of the public service area on the first floor Main Library near the circulation and media center areas.  The Library’s first self-checkout station (Two also will be installed at the Branch.) will be installed near the circulation counter.  The large-type books will be moved into Meeting Room “A.”  Casual seating will be added near the fireplace and the circulation desk.  Portions of the A/V collection will also be moved.

- Trustee Morales asked if the Board had ever considered changing the day and time that the Board meets for their regular monthly Board meeting.  She especially favored meeting earlier than 7:30 p.m. at night.  Director Johnston said that although, by law, the Board is required to meet once a year, past Boards determined that monthly meetings are necessary for the approval of expenditures and review of the financial records.  The day of the week and the time of day are at the pleasure of the Board.  After some discussion, the Board decided to survey all Trustees to determine if there is a consensus to meet at a different time and day of the week.

Based on our Library Director’s excellent handling of the Joliet Public Library in 2003, and looking at the challenges of decreased City revenue yet increased patronage and circulation that will occur in 2004 -- in addition to planning for another Library facility in Kendall County -- I formally move that the year 2004 budgeted salary increase for James R. Johnston be increased 1.3 percent, and that an additional week of vacation – addable to sick days for retirement – be granted.
